The Corson County Board of County Commissioners met on February 5, 2013 at the Corson County Courthouse.  Chairman Steve Keller called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Darren Bauer, Shawn Hinsz, and Don Pazie present.  Edward Schock was also in attendance. 
Approve Minutes
On the list of employees and wages in the January minutes, Rebecca Siroshton’s name was omitted.  Therefore, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz, to amend the January 8 minutes to publish the wage increase of $0.75 per hour for Rebecca Siroshton, 4-H Secretary, for a total of $10.25 per hour.  The $.075 wage increase for twenty hours per week for the hours worked in January will be paid with the February payroll.  All voted in favor of a motion by Pazie, seconded by Hinsz, to approve the amended minutes of the regular January meeting.    
Commission Vacancy

Due to the vacancy in Commissioner District #4 as a result of no petition being filed, Hinsz made a motion to appoint Edward Schock to a two year term.  Bauer seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

Warhawk and E 911 

Brad Schell reported on additional requirements and funding of the 911 center in Mobridge.  No action needed at this time.  The Corson County Mitigation Plan is being updated with the assistance of Dennis Anderson.  
Courthouse 
Brad Schell and Benny Joe Schell informed the Commission of problems with the generator.  The NOVA Fire Protection Inspection Proposal was discussed with no action taken.  The auditor was asked to check with NOVA to determine their itinerary.  
Highway Report

William Plush appeared to discuss road maintenance practices; consensus was that many of the problems are due to the extremely dry conditions.  The possibility of constructing a highway shop building in the Trail City area was discussed.  Various locations were discussed with no action taken.  Highway Superintendent BJ Schell reported on preliminary engineering and state funding for the County Road #3110 project and the south Keldron road project.
