· Pay the highway workers an additional $2.00 per hour to operate the scraper or dozer or spray truck
· Set Coroner Fees at $90 per call plus mileage; allow $100 per meeting per day plus mileage to attend training meetings
· Approve $1,500 as the maximum to be paid for the burial of indigent persons within the county
· Authorize the payment of $11.50 per hour for precinct Election Officials, $12.50 per hour for precinct Superintendents, $50 plus $.42 per mile for travel to the Election Schools, and $.42 per mile for returning ballot boxes, $15.50 per hour for county employees who serve as in-office election workers

· Compensate the Resolution Board members who serve as in-office election workers $15.50 per hour
· Seventy-five dollars rent will be paid to each polling place

· Set the capitalization policy at $5,000
